On the federal level, HR1022 was introduced byg.M
McCarthy of New York in the House of
Representatives. HR1022 would reauthorize the
Clinton assault weapon ban with some changes. This
Act may be cited as the “Assault Weapon Ban and Law
Enforcement Protection Act of 2007.” This bill has
lot of changes you won't like. It affects semi-auttic
rifles, shotguns, and pistols. It carries a fineaof0
years prison term or both. HR1022 limits clip and
magazine sizes, anything that looks like an assault
weapon.

The Attorney General will under HR1022 deterenin
if a semi-automatic rifle or shotgun designed for
military or law enforcement use or a firearm basaed
the design of such a firearm is suited for sporting
purposes. It also states that any firearm proctmoed
use by the U.S. Military or any Federal law
enforcement agency is not particularly suitable for
sporting purpose, and a firearm shall not be deteyth
to be particularly suitable for sporting purposekely

because the firearm is suitable for use in a gmprti
event. In other words, the Attorney General will
determine what gun is for sporting purposes. Nd, a
we need is an anti-gun Attorney General and some SS
Nazi type law enforcement agency to kick in ourrdoo
and take our guns.

HR1022 also states it shall be unlawful for any
person to import or bring into the U.S. a largeazaty
ammunition feeding device. What a joke, we can'’t
even protect our borders and slow drug traffic now!

Urgent Action Alert
SB1007 Magazine & Gun Ban
ISRA May 17, 2007

This is an Urgent Action Alert o08B1007 a
bill sponsored in the lllinois Senate by careef-gah
Senator Dan Kotowski (D - Park Ridge) and
Republican Senatalohn Millnerfrom Bloomingdale.
This bill would ban commonly available magazines
for many firearms that hold more than 10 rounds, an
would also ban many firearms with tubular magazines
that more than 10 rounds, such as ever actionsrifle
owned by cowboy action shooters and many shotguns.
This bill does nothing to reduce crime and would
penalize law-abiding gun owners in lllinois.

This bill passed the lllinois Senate last week
on a 31 to 26 vote. It's now in the House Exeeutiv
Committee and could pass out from that committee
onto the floor of the House.

It's important that you to help make sure that
this bill gets defeated in the lllinois House, as
Governor Blagojevich would cheerfully sign it
immediately if it ever crossed his desk.

Do your part by taking the following actions:

1. Call your Representative and urge him or her
to not support this bill, SB1007, to vote no on
it should it come up for a voteEven if you
have received assurances in the past from your
representative in the past that he or she is in
your corner and supports the second
amendment, do not neglect making that call on
this bill. The ISRA webmaster and the ISRA
staff in Chatsworth have fielded many calls
and emails from angry and surprised gun
owners whose Senators voted for this bill last
week.

2. Make a personal visit to your representative's
local office in your district to show your
support for the Second Amendment. Bring
family members or a shooting buddy with you
when you go. Leave a personal message for

your representative urging the defeat of
SB1007.
3. Call the Springfield (217-782-3696) and

Co-Sponsor of this punitive legislation. Never
mind that he's not in your district, his direct
advocacy of this ban impacts all lllinois gun
owners.

Anti’'s Cry Wolf, USSAF Joins Suit to Downlist
U. S. Sportsmen’s Alliance 4/20/07

(Columbus) - The U.S. Sportsmen’s Legal Defensealftire litigation arm of the U.S. Sportsmen’s Allie
Foundation, today moved to represent sportsmenawsuit brought by anti-hunters that will make it
virtually impossible to remove recovered wildlifegulations from the federal endangered list. Olotitng
delistings will also prevent states from resumingteool of healthy wildlife populations.

The U.S. SLDF, along with the Wisconsin Bear Huni&ssociation and Wisconsin sportsmen Scott Meyer
and Robert Stafsholt, asked to join the case ag gafendants, specifically to represent hunter®rests.
They contend that the ESA has been effective piymilation of wolves is not endangered or threateaed
authority to manage wolves should now be returpdté states.

“The federal government has determined that thé pagulations have recovered and it is time fotestdo
resume control of their wildlife resource,” said3JSportsmen’s Alliance Foundation Senior Vice ideg
Rick Story. “Unfortunately, the animal rights plaffs are not interested in species recovery. Theal is to
force a hands-off approach for all animals, ang tre simply using the ESA as a tool.”

Sportsmen support the delisting of the specificfyopulations. They want the states to resume
management control of the animals, and establighlagons that will allow them to protect their pesty,
including hunting dogs, from wolf attacks.

“The delisting of the gray wolf gives the Wiscongiovernment the ability to protect its citizens @l
property by allowing the state to deal with problemives,” said Bill Klugow, president of the Wisin
Bear Hunters Association. “If this lawsuit succegdtaking away Wisconsin’s right to manage its own
natural resources, our state will lose the righgriatect me, my family and my property from wolves.

The FWS removed the Western Great Lakes wolves thenendangered list on Feb. 8 after determiniag th
federal recovery efforts have been successful lamdnimals are no longer threatened.

Plaintiffs in the case against the FWS includeHlenane Society of the United States and the Animal
Protection Institute, groups that oppose all huyntin

This is the latest lawsuit brought by the anti’srtanipulate the ESA to eliminate hunting. The U.S.
Sportsmen's Alliance is representing sportsmenésts in potentially precedent-setting lawsunts i
Minnesota and Maine that will ban trapping to pravacidental catch of lynx. A suit brought in Risa will
make black bears in the state off-limits to spogsray classifying them as a sub-species and listieg as
endangered.

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Hunting Study Shows No Harm to Refuge

Mar. 16--A federal review of bird hunting in
the 70-mile Stewart B. McKinney National Wildlife
Refuge along Long Island Sound concluded that the
sport causes no lasting damage to the protected
environment.

A public comment period lasting until April 13
is now under way for the draft environmental impact
statement prepared by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife
Service.

Hunting has been allowed in the refuge, which
includes the 421-acre Great Meadows tract in Sttf
and the 22-acre Milford Point, for the last two rgea

A federal lawsuit filed in 2003 by the Fund for
Animals forced federal regulators to analyze thegio
term impact of taking waterfowl from the region.

The draft environmental impact review
considered three alternatives -- no hunting, a hunt
restricted to Tuesday, Wednesday and Saturday, and
hunting on all days of the week.

The impact statement concluded there would
be little difference if either of the three scebariis
adopted.

Rick Potvin, refuge manager for the Fish and
Wildlife Service, said the federal lawsuit foundeth
agency failed to consider the long-term impact of
hunting on 74 national refuges nationwide when it
agreed to open areas to bird hunting.

A federal judge ruled that while hunting could

continue on the properties, an environmental
assessment had to be completed, Potvin said.

"The conclusion is there would be no long-
term harm," Potvin said of hunting's impact on the
McKinney refuge.

Potvin said he is not aware of any complaints
about hunting within the McKinney refuge, or any
grassroots efforts to ban the sport.

A call to the Coalition of Connecticut
Sportsmen was not returned.

The assessment takes into account the impact
on a variety of species that live within the refuge
well as the ducks and geese that are hunted. Federa
law sets limits on the hunt, and the state carhéurt
limit the amount of waterfowl, and the types, thah
be taken.

Potvin said rules regarding bird hunting in the
McKinney refuge mirror state laws.

The environmental assessment notes that
hunting has historically been allowed within théuge
lands, although that permission was revoked in the
1990s. Hunting was restored two years ago.
