ISRA Urgent Alert:
MASSIVE GUN GRAB ON THE MOVE IN THE HOUSE

As many of you may already know, HB 4357, the 2008 version of the Daley “assault weapons
ban” will probably be voted on this week in the lllinois House. This bill would ban most, if not all
of the guns you own. Banned guns would include most semiautomatic rifles, pistols and
shotguns. If this bill passes, you would be forced to suffer the indignity of registering with the
State Police just like a sex offender. If you choose to preserve your dignity, then you would have
to move either yourself or your guns out of state. A second bill, HB758 would ban private sales of
firearms. That means that you would have to find an FFL to complete private sales from your
collection. Both bills are clear infringements on your 2nd Amendment rights. Only you can protect
your rights. You must take action, NOW!

Here’s what you must do to preserve your rights:

1. Call your legislator and POLITELY tell him or he r that you oppose HB4357, and HB758

Air Rifle Deer Hunting Legalized in
Missouri

Beginningwith the 2008 firearms deer season that opens
November 15thMissouri will allow deer hunters to use
air rifles of .40 caliber of larger, powered by an external
hand pump or a tank of compressed air.

The Missouri Department of Conservation stateat the
regulations change was the result of a request &aoup
of large-caliber air gun shooters.

The Department explained that the large-boreiféeis that
have been legalized are high-powered, large caliber
generally very expensive firearms that carry that fsounds
of energy necessary to take down large game.

Staff members stated that they tested the #@sriand
found they hold 3,000 psi of air and shoot 180rytzlls at
a velocity of 800 fps, which qualifies the air gunsbe .308
or 50 caliber, which makes them legal for deer imgnt

Air rifles have been experiencing resurgencpapularity
as the cost of ammunition continues to increase asd
urbanization has eliminated vast tracts of hunkamgl.

Although many states allow air guns for the mmtof
pests/non-game species and several allow themrtiosiuall
game animals like rabbits or squirrels, Missourbéieved
to be the first to allow large-bore air rifles fdeer hunting. #

If Justice Roberts’ line of thinking and questity would
prevail, then laws that prevent people from havingarms
available for self defense in their homes would sbrick
down. Laws that hold a gun owner civilly liable kids that
get a hold of firearms and injure someone coultebal.

But the overriding thought of the day is prolyablest
summed up by Justice Roberts question “What isoredse
about a total ban on possession?” With that, ittapp that
whole sale gun bans will not stand the scrutinshefcourt.

The court also dove into the issue of machinesgand
licensing. My layman’s view is that the court maglhsay
that the regulation of certain specific guns, Ifk# autos is
permissible. This may have been an attempt to Kestice
Kennedy on the side of the individual rights intetation
and not push him over to the other side. It wousd appear
that the court is leaning towards a ruling, orestst hinting
that laws aimed and discouraging citizens from &zarg
their rights may find a dim view with the court. Axample
might be that the FOID card at $10 is acceptabtagaourt,
but the $500 FOID card is not.

One thing is certain, that with a ruling due @utJune,
more litigation is sure to follow. But that sounduyhear
isn't just Spring, it sounds like freedom.
