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I would like to take this time to reply to Mr. Weigel’s letter to the editor regarding my CRP article. [Ron 

Weigel’s letter was published in the May 2008 Sentry issue.] I am sorry that Mr. Weigel found my article about 
loosing the CRP program so offensive. I went back and reread my article several times. Nowhere did I blame the 
American farmer or the farming industry for grain prices, raising food costs or the loss of CRP ground. My article was 
in reference to another article I wrote well over a year ago, and it was about law makers and government programs that 
have good intentions but sometimes cause problems somewhere else. I stated back then that the new ethanol program 
lawmakers were pushing had the potential to hurt the CRP program down the road. Since that time, Ducks Unlimited, 
Wildfowl Magazine, and almost every outdoor magazine I have read warned about the same thing as I did; namely, 
that the new ethanol program the government was pushing could prove disastrous for the old CRP program.  

For Mr. Weigel I know farming is a tough business to be in with having both good years and bad years. I know 
farmers must deal with high cost, having no say over grain prices and no control at all over the weather. I know this 
year’s weather has been a nightmare already for our area farmers. I will be the first to say that a farmer has the right to 
make every dime he can on his land, just like any other business out there. 

In my April article I was trying to make a comparison to show the big difference between what the 
government would pay to farmers for CRP lands in the Dakotas and what the possibilities could be if they switched to 
a crop like spring wheat, which was at an all time high in February. Mr. Weigel took real offence to my numbers. So, 
let me say first that I was not talking about profit. I was talking about CRP payments vs. the possible grain payments to 
farmers before the costs of each were added in. As for the high wheat numbers, no, I did not have actual government 
statistics for that area. But, a couple of years ago I did talk to a local farmer in North Dakota about how his wheat crop 
did that year. He stated that with the new high-tech seeds and fertilizers farmers around that area averaged about 40 to 
50 bushels of wheat per acre. He also said that about a year or so before, they had perfect weather all summer and 
some farmers got closer to 60 bushels per acre. Now, that is what the gentleman told me and I had no reason not to 
believe him. As far as prices, my friend stated that the farmers who had contracted or sold last year’s wheat at harvest 
time got only $4 or $5 per bushel, which was considered a good price at the time. But then the price rose all through 
the fall and winter and some farmers who held out until February sold their wheat for over $20 per bushel. He said the 
wheat price was the talk of the state and that at St. Paul, MN, grain market, Hard Red wheat hit a record high of $26 
per bushel.  

In no way was I implying that farmers were greedy or that they didn’t care about the land. I was just trying to 
show that if prices for grain stay this high, then the Dakota farmers would practically be forced out of the CRP 
programs, Business wise, it would be foolish if they stayed in. 

Since the year CRP was started, every wildlife organization out there has raved about the success of the 
program, but why not now. My complaint has not been with the farmers but with the politicians who pushed the new 
ethanol program and with the environmental groups who have sat back and did nothing to help save the old CRP. The 
CRP program is over 20 years old and I knew it was in trouble, but I’m afraid the ethanol program will put the final 
nails in the CRP coffin.

Nationwide Lead-Shot Ban Urged by Humane Society

The Humane Society of the United States is formally urging a nationwide ban on “lead-shot ammunition” 
after the much-publicized finding last week that seven endangered California condors were found to have lead 
poisoning. 
 

As previously reported, wildlife officials announced that 20% of southern California’s condor population 
has lead poisoning, allegedly from feeding on carcasses killed with lead hunting bullets, and California’s largest 
private game preserve – Tejon Ranch – subsequently said it was suspending hunting for 30 days until the source 
of the lead poisoning is found.   
 

California’s 2007 law banning lead hunting projectiles in condor territory takes effect July 1st. 
 

Since most of the controversy surrounding lead hunting ammunition’s impact on the California condor has 
focused on lead hunting bullets, it is interesting that the Humane Society is focusing specifically on lead shot. 

 

The national Humane Society organization is a leading opponent of hunting, fishing and trapping has 
spearheaded numerous anti-hunting initiatives, including leading the charge in a 2006 ballot campaign to ban 
dove hunting in Michigan, and contributing $1.6 million to the effort.

Ammo Price Increases Continue to 
Generate Mainstream Press Attention

A Reuters' news wire report on the increased cost of 
ammunition recently spurred a new round of articles 
and news reports on the topic: 
 
·  This week, another national report on the rising 

price of ammunition -- published yesterday on the 
Associated Press newswires – is generating yet 
another spate of mainstream media attention on the 
cost of ammunition and the implications to 
consumers, law enforcement, and the U.S. military. 

·  The Richmond (Virginia) Times-Dispatch reports 
that Remington and Winchester have “announced 
mid-year price increases” with Winchester 
increasing ammunition prices “between 5 and 12 
percent.”   This same article prints excerpts of a 
recent Remington price-increase announcement to 
its customers, which was disseminated within 
Winchester in March. 

·  This Times-Dispatch article was also briefly cited 
during today’s “Morning Edition” segment on 
National Public Radio*:  

·  In addition to the plethora of ammunition-price-
increase news articles published yesterday and 
today, some TV stations are also reporting on the 
topic. 

·  An Alaskan television station ran a segment on 
rising ammunition prices, which included a 
competitive shooter stating that -- because of rising 
ammunition costs -- he switched from Winchester 
ammunition to the Independence brand (ATK’s 
line of low-end, imported ammunition) and, 
although the Independence brand cost this shooter 
$2 less per box than Winchester, he reports that 
“one out of five rounds wouldn’t fire.”   

·  TV news stories aired in Rochester, New York and 
Central Texas report that the increased cost of 
ammunition is causing consumers to shooter 
smaller, less expensive calibers, reload their own 
ammunition, or simply cut back on their shooting 
altogether.      ### 

 

 

HSUS Pushes for Ineffective Deer 
Management

            California members of Congress have requested a 
halt to the culling of non-native deer at Point Reyes National 
Seashore after the release of a Humane Society of the United 
States report.  

 House Speaker Nancy Pelosi, U.S Senators Dianne 
Feinstein and Barbara Boxer, and U.S Reps Lynn Woolsey, 
George Miller and Anna Eshoo signed a letter to halt the 
killing of nonnative deer at Point Reyes National Seashore.  
The letter urged officials to “halt the planned shooting for 
four to six months” and look into non lethal techniques.   

The letter came after the release of a Humane 
Society of the United States (HSUS) report questioned the 
use of lethal management.   

 Wildlife Biologist for the national seashore said 
that the drugs proposed by HSUS are less advanced than the 
one already in use and it is not practical to use just 
contraceptives with such a large population.  

Since last summer 670 fallow and axis deer have 
been harvested in the park, prompting outcry from HSUS.   
The National Park Service (NPS) plans to rid the park of 
exotic deer by 2021 using contraceptives and rifles.  There 
are currently 100 to 150 nonnative deer in the park.  

Park officials are considering the request.

 Animal Rights Law Passed in 
Switzerland

Switzerland has recently passed a law with the 

intention of clarifying acceptable treatment of “social 
animals.”  

The law that goes into effect September first 
establishes desirable treatment of animals such as dogs, fish, 
horses, and even rhinoceroses. An array of animals has been 
included under the bracket of “social animals” and a part of 
this new law states that any of these animals will be 
considered abused if they are not able to cohabit with 
another of their species.  
             Under the law dog owners must take a two part 
course on recognizing the needs of the dog, and properly 
walking a dog. Swiss fisherman will now be required to 
participate in a course that teaches them how to catch fish 
humanely. Catch and Release fishing has been banned; 
instead fishers must now kill the fish immediately after 
being caught with “a sharp blow to the head with a blunt 
instrument.” 

This law affects farmers as well, who are barred 
from restraining horses, sheep, and goats. Pigs and cows 
must not be forced to reside in areas with hard flooring.  

Although animal rights groups are jumping for joy 
over this new law, many Swiss farmers are complaining of 
the numerous extra costs it will require them to run their 
farms.                          ### 
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Gun control builds on tragedies and claims its constant 
failures are because there is not enough of what caused 
the tragedies in the first place. There is a well-
documented fact that 2,500,000 times a year firearms 
are used to stop crimes. Take into account that the 
2,500,000 apply only to the 80,000,000 or so gun 
owners in the United States; the other 220,000,000 
people had no option.  

Had those poor people been armed, many more 
crimes – 9 or 10 million – would have been prevented. 
If you live in certain cities, such as Chicago, or 
Washington D.C., criminals roam at will. I would be 
willing to bet there are millions of crimes that go 
unreported because people have given up. Why report 
a crime when nothing happens? Citizens have had their 
individual right to defend themselves taken away and 
replaced by bureaucratic systems. Why waste time 
reporting crime to the police when nothing is going to 
be done to the offender. Only 20% of the offenders are 
caught. Recently, I received a call from an ISRA 
member living in Cook County, who said he witnessed 
a gangbanger shooting in an alley by his house. He 
called the police… they did arrive, but they got there 
two hours later. Some of us ask why these people 
living in high-crime areas don’t just get a gun to 
defend themselves? I think the answer is they fear the 
public officials more than they fear the criminal.  

Who is the sovereign power in the United 
States? Is it the United States government? The state 
government? The county? The local municipality? No, 
it is the individual – you and I. The anti-gunners would 
like us to forget all about that fact. They claim that 
society is broken and that the only way to fix it is more 
bureaucracy and more laws – the very thing that has 
not and will not work.  

Anti-gunners claim that citizen safety is at 
stake and that is the reason more laws are needed. But 
every law they propose is after the fact. The laws, they 
say, are to protect the victims, yet, what they propose 
results in more victims. Actually, two types of victims 

– those of criminals and those who are the victims of 
the system because they wanted to defend themselves. 
People are much more likely to become victims of the 
bureaucrats because of the draconian laws they impose 
on them. They also are more likely to wind up in the 
court than the criminal. 

 More and more of these laws take your rights 
and deny you due process at the same time. One good 
example comes from the Department of Children and 
Family Services’ proposed law, HB5191 (Harris D-
13), that says if you have a mentally unstable child and 
he or she steals your gun twice, you, the parent, lose 
your F.O.I.D. card. No due process, it is just gone! I 
could give you many other examples – if one looks at 
the list of the proposed bills in legislature and proposed 
local ordinances, you will know what I mean. We are 
under a broad based attack by many agencies and at 
many levels of government.  

The only way to stop crime is at the point of 
attack. The anti-gunners say just call 9-1-1. That is 
after-the- fact, if you are still alive to make that call. 
Crimes occur in seconds and the police are just minutes 
away. Everything being proposed is for after-the-fact 
legislation. The best way to survive is to stop the crime 
during-the-fact. Think what happens after-the-fact – 
very few crimes are solved – the victims and their 
families are left hurt, frustrated, helpless, and defeated. 
Crime occurs because of a lack of resistance to crime. 
Anti-gun laws only lessen the ability to resist.  

Some anti-gunners claim that to fight back 
causes hate and violence. Hate and violence is already 
there – in the criminal’s mind – when you are being 
victimized. Survival instinct, not hate, kicks in while 
being victimized. The hate argument is just one more 
anti-gun fallacy perpetrated on the public.  

It is time to remind our public officials that 
sovereignty in the United States lays with the 
individual and not in some government body or 
official. It is time to gather more people who demand 
the right of self-defense in and out of their homes. It is 
time to expose gun control for what it is – a fraud!

IDNR News Bits 6/2/2008 
 

Dove Hunter Advisory:  Due to persistent wet and cool weather this spring, hunters are advised of a change in 
habitat conditions for the upcoming dove season at the IDNR-managed Gabaret Island dove fields, a unit of 
Horseshoe Lake State Park (Madison Co.).  The extremely wet and cool weather conditions have precluded the 
scheduled planting and maturation of sunflowers.  As a result, the managed dove hunting fields at Gabaret Island 
will be planted to dove proso millet as soon as conditions allow.   For more information on the dove program and 
likely habitat conditions at Gabaret Island for the dove season that opens Sept. 1, contact Horseshoe Lake State Park

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ISRA – Notice 

Your Action Needed on Two Anti-Gun Bills! 
Call Your State Representative Today! 

On Wednesday, May 28, the Illinois House of 
Representatives Executive Committee voted to amend 
HB2760 to include a lost or stolen firearm clause. 
Under this new amendment, anyone with a valid FOID 
card who is either the victim of a crime where a 
lawfully owned firearm is stolen, or if they lose a 
firearm, must report the theft or loss to the authorities 
within 72 hours. Failure to do so could lead to the gun 
owner being charged with a petty offense for a first 
violation, and could lead to revocation of the FOID 
card for a second offense, thus prohibiting that person 
from owning a firearm. Besides the difficulty in 
proving at what point the firearm is lost or stolen, this 
potential law only applies to those who legally own 
handguns. This bill would essentially add insult to 
injury by allowing legal gun owners to be made into 
criminals after being victimized by criminals. 

The House could also take up SB1007 at 
anytime, which would ban the manufacture, 
possession, delivery, sale, and purchase of standard 
capacity ammunition magazines capable of holding 
more than ten (10) cartridges. 

 This bill is worded so broadly that it would 
also ban certain firearms, such as some Henry rifles, 
which have attached tubular magazines capable of 
holding more than ten rounds of ammunition. This 
lever-action rifle, whose design dates back to the 
1860s, could be prohibited under SB1007, making this 
bill far more than a magazine ban.  
Please call your state representative today or tomorrow 
(Saturday) in their Springfield office and ask that they 
oppose both HB2760 and SB1007.  Contact 
information for Illinois State Representatives and how 
to find yours is posted at the ISRA Website. 
 
SB1007 - The Hidden Gun Ban 

Proponents of SB-1007 don’t want to admit 
it’s a gun ban. From the 1873 Winchester John Wayne 
made immortal, to the Henry Rifle designed by B. 
Tyler Henry (used by Danny Glover in Silverado), the 
guns that won the west would be banned under SB-
1007.  
SB1007 - Unenforceable – Unworkable 

Magazines do not have serial numbers. When 
confronted by law enforcement, the burden of proof 
will shift to the gun owner to prove that they did 
indeed own the magazine in question prior to the date 
SB-1007 became law.

Dear Mr. Price: 

Migratory Waterfowl Hunters Inc. (MWHI) is the largest organization representing public land waterfowl 
hunters in the State of Illinois. We request that the Department of Natural Resources eliminate the 
requirement to present a valid Firearm Owners Identification Card (FOID) as a requirement to enter the 
public drawings for allocation of waterfowl blind sites.  

MWHI offers the following comment regarding Title 17: Conservation, Chapter 1: Department of Natural 
Resources, Subchapter b: Fish and Wildlife, Part 590 Duck Goose and Coot Hunting, Section 590:15 Duck, 
Goose and Coot General Hunting Regulations on Department Owned and Managed Sites Listed in Sections 
590.40 and 590.50, d) Public Drawing, item 2: 

Our organization objects to the requirement that participants of public blind drawings must present a valid 
FOID to enter. We question the necessity of this requirement and view it as discriminatory to a single group. 
The Illinois Department of Natural Resources makes the valid FOID requirement of no other groups that 
participate in its programs. For example, there is no requirement for a valid FOID for individuals to enter 
deer, duck, goose or dove permit lotteries. Additionally non-residents can enter the same public drawing for 
blind sites without a FOID, while residents must comply with the FOID requirement to enter.  

MWHI appreciates your consideration to have this requirement eliminated.

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On June 7th the Riverbend Catfish Tournament Trail held their 3rd of 5 qualifying tournaments in 

Alton, IL on the Mississippi River.  River conditions were once again at and over flood stage levels with 
Alton at 24.0ft, which put it 3ft over flood stage and not cresting until the 15th of June at 27.7ft.   The water 
temperature was around 73 degrees with the air temperature in the 90’s by the end of the day.   

With these conditions and the fish in a possible post spawn, anglers of the Riverbend Catfish 
Tournament Trail had to bring their A game and be patient to catch a full limit of catfish to weigh-in.   

We had a total of 30 teams sign up for the tournament with 62 fish weighed-in. Overall the total 
weighs were down for this tournament, but that was to be expected with the conditions the teams were up 
against.  I really feel if the river ever gets back to normal for the next two tournaments, we could easily see 
boat numbers in the 40’s. But time will tell and I do a appreciate all of the support from the anglers and 
sponsors.  

I would like to give a special thanks to Randy Kuhlman, Ronald Root, Jamie & Kim Behrends. These 
two teams traveled over 4 hours to fish this tournament, and I personally know how hard it is to travel to 
unfamiliar waters and catch fish. It just shows the passion and dedication they have for the sport of 
catfishing. Here are the results of the tournament: 
 
1st Place: Danny Salfen had 5 fish at 84.2lbs; Danny said he was using frozen Mooneye & Skipjack along 
vertical dirt banks in 15 to 25ft of water. 
 
2nd Place: Joe Ludkte & Jerry Cline I had 4 fish at 53.5lbs, Joe said they where fishing “Anywhere out of the 
fast current!” using frozen skipjack in 15 to 25ft of water.

Camping Fees:  Due to significant increases in 

utilities and other operating costs, the IDNR has 
implemented an increase in the utility fee assessed at 
state-managed campgrounds.  The previous utility fee 
of $5 per day has been increased to $10 per day for 
each campsite where electricity is provided.  The base 
camping rate for all campsites has not changed except 
for a $10 per day increase in campsite fees for Class 
AA, Class A, and Class A Premium campsites for the 
Memorial Day, Fourth of July, and Labor Day holiday 
weekends only.   Those campers with reservations for 
upcoming holiday weekends who do not wish to retain 
those reservations should contact that campground’s 
site office for refund information.   Senior citizen, 
disabled person, former prisoner of war and special 
armed forces discounts still apply to the base camping 
rates.
