SPRINGFIELD - The lllinois Department of Naturald®erces (IDNR) and its law enforcement arm, thedls Conservation Police,
are reminding hunters, boaters, and campers tovaeeaof the dangers of carbon monoxide (CO) whifeyeng these outdoor activities.

In 2008, Conservation Police Officers respondemvtbseparate incidents on houseboats that lecetdehaths of five people. In both
cases, older model generators on board the vasseisleaking carbon monoxide into the living quertaf the boats. The incidents in Southef
and Central lllinois were the first reported carlmaonoxide fatalities on board watercraft in Illindn the last six years according to U.S. Coast
Guard statistics.

Many carbon monoxide deaths occur during colderthiowhen windows and doors are locked up at ngtihg little or no
ventilation inside.

Carbon monoxide accidents can happen in boat cakiteuse, in most cases, these areas are smalsered, but there are other places wher
precautions need to be taken. Small hunting cabarapers, and hunting blinds where a keroseneheainternal combustion engine may bd
used for warmth are also places where people mekdké precautions.
lllinois Conservation Police offer the following when using heating devices:
- Make sure your equipment such as generators, aiteombustion engines, or any heater that burrmslpeim products are vented and
maintained properly.
Always have a working carbon monoxide detectomiy @enclosure where people will be.
Always use replacement parts or components intesdiedy for the equipment being used.

Make sure the area you are in is ventilated atraés.

Bill in Congress Would Prohibit Most
Trapping in Wildlife Refuges
U.S. Sportsmen’s Alliance 10/16/09

A new bill introduced in the U.S. House of
Representatives would ban the use of the most comypz
of trap used to control predator populations withire
National Wildlife Refuge System.

HR 3710, introduced by Representative Nita LoWBy
NY), would make it illegal to use any trap that MKill or
capture wildlife by physically restraining any pat the
animal” within the Refuge system. This definitioof
banned traps include the most common types, such as
Conibear-style traps and foothold traps, that aseduto
control both predator and nuisance populations.

For a first offense, the bill orders a civil diof up to $500
for each proscribed trap used or possessed. Bseguent
offenses, a person in violation faces fines up 1608 for
each trap used or possessed as well as imprisorforenp
to 180 days. Additionally, all such traps wouldfbdeited.

Similar bills have been introduced in the lastesal years
but have never moved forward.

“Trapping is universally regarded by the wildlif
management community as an invaluable tool to obntr
predators and furbearers,” stated Bud Pidgeon, U.S.
Sportsmen’s Alliance president and CEO. “The US@A
be working to kill this bill should it gain any taon.”

New Legislation Will Protect Recreational

Hunting and Fishing on Federal Land
U.S. Sportsmen’s Alliance 10/8/09

Two bills introduced by Senator Lisa Murkowski (RK)
and U.S. Representative Dan Boren (D- OK) will poot
recreational hunting, fishing and shooting on land
administered by the Bureau of Land Management (BLM)
and the U.S. Forest Service.

Backed by the U.S. Sportsmen’s Alliance (USSHR
3749 andthe Senate legislation are companion bills
collectively known as the Recreational Fishing &hhting
Heritage and Opportunities Act. They will preveittiations
from emerging where public land is closed arbityafor
hunting, fishing and shooting, mandating that scidsures
be done through a reasonable and transparent groces
Specifically, both bills would ensure that:

- Federal public land managers with the U.S. Foresti&e
and BLM provide for the use of and access to puhlicls
for hunting, fishing and shooting,

- An “open until closed” policy is established foretlands
managed by the U.S. Forest Service and the BLMssnle
public and Congressional notification is given,

Land managers are urged to lease land for shooting

ranges by having the lessee offer suitable assesat@

remediate leased lands at the termination of thselethus
remedying concerns expressed in the past by the BLM
over damage to land used for shooting,

- Skilled volunteers be used on federal public lands
open to hunting when wildlife management requitess t
culling of animal populations,

- Congress receives an annual report detailing amguoks
of land to fishing, hunting, or shooting and thasens for
the closures.

“Both bills will guarantee that access for Ameria’

sportsmen to prime public land won't arbitrarily éenied,”

states USSA President and CEO, Bud Pidgeon. “Th8AUS

wholeheartedly supports these bills and urges s

everywhere to contact you members of Congress agel u

The road ahead for McDonald v. Chicago will bed and tedious. Here are what we believe willrbpartant
milestones:

1. By late November 2009, briefs from our side niessubmitted to the court.

2. Chicago will be given time to offer its replycawe will be given the opportunity to rebut Chicageply.
3. Oral arguments in the case are expected to cooeria January 2010.

4. A decision in the case is expected sometimerie &f 2010.

On September 12th and 13th the Riverbend Catfish
Tournament Trail held their Classic tournament in
Alton, IL on the Mississippi River. This tournantes
considered by most Midwest catfish anglers to lee th
Super bowl of Catfish tournaments in the greater St
Louis area. Teams travel from as far as 3 to Amay

to fish the Riverbend qualifying tournaments tongai
entry into the Riverbend Classic held at the enthef
season, usually during the months of September or
October.

This year the stakes were raised when Riverbend
Catfish trail sponsor Bluff City Tackle of AltonL|
offered to guarantee a $2,000 first place payouheat
Classic in 2009, which brought a new level of
excitement to the Classic this year. Clark Boat &
Motor of East Alton, IL, along with SeaArk boatsdan
Haulrite trailers, once again provided the Riverben
Trail with a boat and trailer for the 2009 points
division where the winner would also be decidethat
Classic in 2009.

This was the second year the Riverbend
Catfish Tournament trail held a two day tournament
where catfish anglers weighed-in a total weightvad
days with a limit of 5 catfish per day. Riverbend
anglers had from 6am to 3pm on day 1 and from 6am
to 1pm on day 2 to fill their 5 catfish per day ilim

Blue, Flathead, and Channel catfish were all
legal to weigh-in during the tournament, but most
anglers were in search of the Blue catfish, whidgh a
known for their obese size and it is common to see
Blues exceeding the 80Ib mark in a tournament igf th
magnitude along with the skill level of the catfish
anglers that attended the Classic.

We had 20 out of a possible 30 qualified teams
show up to fish the Riverbend Classic. The river
conditions for the tournament could not have been i
much better shape for the anglers except for a slow
drop in water levels each day of the Classic. &her
were mixed reports coming in after day 1, with some
teams finding a lot of action but no size to theatch
and other teams reporting a slow bite but catcgoap
size catfish when opportunity struck. Day 2 of the
tournament brought many surprises with some teams
that struggled on day 1 making changes and finding
some larger catfish to weigh-in to leap frog overeo
teams. The weather was great all weekend withshigh
in the highs 80’s and lows around the upper 60’s at
night. Reports of the water temperature ranged
anywhere from 72 to 75 degrees for the two days.
There were a total of 106 catfish brought to thelesc
with a total tournament weight of 1214 .8lbs.
