Governor Quinn Announces more than $21 million forParks and Open Space

Fifty-nine  projects will enhance park
development and reserve open space through
OSLAD program

SPRINGFIELD- May 6, 2009.At the lllinois
Association of Park Districts Legislative Confererig
Springfield, Governor Pat Quinn announced $21.2
million in grants for 59 park development and land
acquisition projects throughout lllinois.

“These kinds of projects help strengthbe
fabric of local communities throughout lllinois,aisl
Governor Quinn.  “We are investing in parks,
playgrounds, picnic tables and fishing piers tqlgst
our children outdoors and reduce nature deficit
disorder.”

Fifty-nine projects are being funded statewide
through the 2009 Open Space Lands Acquisition and
Development (OSLAD) program facilitated through
lllinois Department of Natural Resources (IDNR)f O
those, 10 will result in the purchase of new land 49
will focus on outdoor recreation development.

Outdoor recreation projects include (some
prolects fit into multiple categories):

12 development projects for facilities that

promote environmental and wetland studies,

11 projects that will provide initial recreation

development of park sites for their respective

communities,

19 development projects that will provide new

playground equipment,

8 projects that will create water based

recreation by constructing access to lakes,

rivers or streams,

8 projects that will include water play features

known as “spraygrounds”, and

2 projects that will provide in-line

skating/roller hockey or skateboard areas.

“These grants are vital to the goal of leaving
no child inside and helping to fashion future stalsa
of our natural resources,” said IDNR Director Marc
Miller.

The $21.2 million awarded throughout the
state this year combined with the grantee’s
minimum 50 percent share will result in more than
$42.4 million of local acquisition and
development projects to enhance the quality of life
in lllinois. The amount awarded each year for the
OSLAD program is based on the condition of the
housing market, because the grants are funded
through a percentage of the real estate transfer ta

URGENT ALERT

CULLERTON/DALEY SEEK TO GUT
PRO-GUN BILL

As many of you may know, House Bill 182
easily passed the House recently with 72 votes.
HB182 is designed to clarify the unlawful use of
weapon statutes to avoid cases where innocent gun
owners are arrested and charged for handling
firearms in homes other than their own. As we're
sure you'd agree, this is an entirely sensiblegiec
of legislation. Apparently, 72 members of the
lllinois House, on both sides of the aisle, agree
with you as well.

Well, once the HB182 passed the House, it
moved over to the Senate for consideration. Now,
Senate President John Cullerton and his gun grgbbin
pal, Sen. Don Harmon (D- Oak Park) have latched on
to HB182 and are attempting to destroy the bill by
adding hostile amendments.

HERE'S THE PROBLEM . ..

If Cullerton gets his way, this is what could happe
you:

Let's say your Aunt Betty is throwing your Unclee
a 50th birthday party. You go over to Uncle Joe’s
house for cake and ice cream. Uncle Joe begins
opening his birthday gifts — one of which is ayni#5.
Uncle Joe asks if you'd like to see the pistol &adds
it over to you. Bad move! Under the Cullerton/Harmo
hostile amendments to HB182, you could now be
arrested, tried and convicted of unlawful use of a
weapon. It doesn’t matter if you have a FOID camd,
that you are not committing any other crime. Thaene
fact that you touch a firearm in Uncle Joe's house
could get you arrested and tried. Does that sound
reasonable to you?

HERE IS WHAT YOU NEED TO DO TO
PROTECT YOUR GUN RIGHTS:

1. Call your lllinois senator IMMEDIATELY and
politely tell him/her that you are a law-abiding
lllinois firearm owner and that you would like
your senator to vote “NO” to any amendments to
HB182.

2. Pass this alert on to all your gun-owning friends
and tell them to make calls as well.

3. Post this alert to any and all Internet blogs or

bulletin boards to which you belong.

The Man With The Golden Gun

JERSEYVILLE - The average Joe Hunter,
sitting in a tree blind in his camouflage weariregd
urine cologne, doesn't hunt with a custom-made
$12,000 gun.

Neither does the guy at the lake, hunting dog
by his side, waiting for the ducks to make theiwveo
No, you've got to be something special to shoot a
$12,000 gun.

You've got to be able to shoot small, fast
moving targets - lots of them - in rapid succession
before you earn the right to shoot with a $12,000.g
You've got to spend most of your life shooting,
winning awards in states all over the country, befo
you shoot with a $12,000 gun. Quite simply, yoee
to be as good as Tim Varble.

Tim Varble shot his first organized trap as an
11-year-old, when his dad, Marty, took him to a
trapshooting range near Jerseyville.

"The coach there - Doug Wilsheitz - called and
said they were one shooter short of having two full
teams and asked if | wanted to join, and of course
did," Varble said. "I love hunting, and | thought
shooting the gun a little bit would help out with
hunting."

Trap shooting quickly became an obsession for
Varble. He moved up the ranks of the Scholastig/ Cla
Target Program, which teaches kids about gun safety
and how to shoot. Varble won competitions along the
way, wrapping up his youth career upon graduating
Jersey High. He now helps Wilsheitz coach the team.

"Even after all he's accomplished, he still
comes back to help me here,” said Wilsheitz, who
coaches at the Golden Eagle club near Jerseyville.
"We've got kids from third grade all the way thraug
seniors in high school, and he helps me with theen.
doesn't forget where he came from."

Since his youth shooting days ended, Varble
has moved on to Lindenwood University, where he
competes on a shooting scholarship as the lone
freshman on the national champion trapshooting team
there.

"There were 27 schools there and you end up
shooting all weekend (at the national tournament),"
Varble said. "We ended up winning by 69 targets out
of 1,600. That's pretty much a blowout. Most of the
time the winning team only wins by nine or 10 at
most."

Being part of a national championship-winning
team isn't even necessarily the highlight of Vdsble
trapshooting career so far.

"My proudest moment as a shooter probably
happened two years ago when | became the men's
lllinois state champion,” Varble said. "They have
divisions, like sub-junior is 15 and under ... dnglas
shooting in the junior league and thought | had jus
won that. But come to find out | could shoot foe th
overall championship and | decided to do that.

"By some miracle | became the second-
youngest to ever win the men's state championship
when | was 17."

At that point, Varble was essentially the best
singles event trapshooter in the state of Illinois.

"It's his dedication that makes him so good,"
Wilsheitz said. "You could just tell from when heasv
young how passionate he was about it. When we
weren't competing with our scholastic team, Tim was
out finding every opportunity he could to shoot mor
and | think that's what has made him so good."

On top of all the other awards Varble has won,
he was named a 2009 junior All-American by the
Amateur Trapshooting Association. During the 11-day
Grand American competition in Sparta, lll., Varble
won 10 trophies, including junior runner-up in the
NRA Singles after a perfect score of 200x200. He ra
500 straight singles targets during preliminary kvee
Varble's singles average of .9869 is second améing a
ATA juniors for the 2008 target season, meaning tha
of every 100 targets he shoots at, Varble will dnt
average 98.6 percent of them.

"To have that kind of success over a year is
quite an accomplishment,” Wilsheitz said. "To be
named an All-American is really just a super
accomplishment given the number of other kids he's
shooting against.”

The $12,000 gun is actually a functional trophyrbla
won it by reeling off 40 consecutive hits in a
handicapped competition against 100 other shooters.
Varble, of course, was shooting from 27 yards - the
farthest back from which a person can compete.

Varble keeps the gun in a metal case, where it rest
until he is ready to destroy a fleet of traps. Neerd
urine, no hunting dog necessary - just a lifetinfe o
busted traps and a load of talent. ###

There is no reason for
anyone with a row boat, not able to take the bodt a
duck hunt on public waters. They don’t have to be
on private property or state run areas where thay r
out of blind sites and you have to go home. They ar
not restricted to little plots here and there wheey
can hope to hunt. When they head out to duck hunt,
they are going to hunt!

The idea of raising the controlled pheasant
areas to eventually reach $50 for 2 stinking bisds
ridiculous! |1 know commercial breeders that sell
birds for $16 a piece and they are making money on
it. We need more open land owned by the state to
allow hunting. If they don’t start acquiring it now
we will never see it. It will just get so expensiwe
hunt with no place to go; many will abandon the
sport which | believe many already have. They will
certainty put more CPO’s on to harass us for not
tying our shoelaces right! | had a friend bring a
landowner to court in DuPage County to prove he
had permission to hunt his land and the judge still
fined him.
