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Memorable Days

A duck hunter knows he is getting older when he starts to talk about the good old days of hunting ducks with 

Winchester Super X and Double X Magnum loads. When talking about my close to 40 waterfowl seasons, I can’t help but 
wonder how different my life would have been if I had not caught the fever. I, along with other hunters, have seen a lot of 
changes over the years. I started waterfowl hunting in the early 70’s when the duck hunting was as good as it gets. Then, in 
the 80’s I watched duck hunting go downhill fast and it seemed that only the die-hards were left. We hung in there until 
finally, in the 90’s, the ducks came back to what we have today. 

But good years or bad, there always seemed to be a day or two each season that made it all worth the effort. There 
was my first big flight day experience in 1973 that started out sunny and warm with few ducks. That day ended being cloudy 
and cold with a sky full of ducks. This was my downfall. I was hooked. Many of us remember the grand pass days in 1995 
and the Veterans Day flight day of 1998. Days like these are what duck hunters live for. 

As screwed up as last season was for me, there was that one day again that will be long remembered. For the 
hunters who could not go, the big wind day of December 9, 2009 was one of those classic duck days that will be written 
down in everyone’s duck journal. I had been waiting all season for a windy day to blow the ducks off Swan Lake. I had 
always heard that Calhoun Point was the place to be on a windy day. So, when the weather people talked about a front and a 
big wind storm was coming, I promised myself to be in my timber blind that day.  

My partner and I hunted the two days before the storm, figuring the ducks might come in ahead of the front. The 
hunting stayed slow on Monday and Tuesday as we listened to the radio predicting that heavy rain was coming and that the 
winds might hit 45 mph on Wednesday. When we picked up my boat at 4:30 am the next morning, the temperature was still 
above freezing, which was lucky for us because my boat was half full of water. By the time we got to the Brussels Ferry, the 
wind was picking up fast and the temperature was dropping. As we headed out into the lake, I knew we were in for an 
experience. 

We sat in the blind for about an hour in the dark, as the wind shook the blind. About shooting time, we watched 60 
feet trees across the water come crashing down. We stood there grinning because luck was with us – the wind blew the trees 
behind the blinds away from us. That was about the same time when I looked up into the sky and realized that it was black 
with ducks. It literally looked like clouds of black birds coming out of Missouri, only these were clouds of ducks of every 
size and kind.  

We had to wait a while to shoot because the ducks that did come down disappeared into the darkness once they got 
below the trees. By the time it got light enough for the ducks to see the decoys they had to fight the wind to get down. The 
only place I could put out a robo without loosing it was about a foot off the ground on the far bank behind a brush pile. The 
ducks literally had to fall like rocks from the sky into our hole or the wind would blow them into the tree tops. I don’t know 
how many times a bunch of mallards started to circle us only to be blown out of sight and never come back.  

Another problem was that we had to let the ducks get below 25 yards or we would have gotten only one shot before 
they were gone. When everything worked out just right, the shooting was great and the memories were many, such as the 
two bull sprigs that sailed by about 20 feet from the blind while both of us stood in the back eating our breakfast. Luckily for 
us, the wind blew them back over us a few seconds later and unlucky for them, we were ready this time. Yeah, we blew 
some chances that day, but we also did great shooting at other times. All in all, the day was a total rush and was over way 
too soon.  

As we motored back to the ramp, the sky was still filled with ducks and our limits were starting to freeze to the 
bottom of the boat. When we hit the open water, a big gust of wind hit our boat broadside and almost picked out boat up 
before we could get it turned into the wind. I was pretty glad we only had to go a couple hundred yards before we were in 
the safety of the boat chute and the boat ramp. Like I said, the whole day was one not to be forgotten. 

The next day I stayed home to get ready to go south for a charity hunt on Friday at the Grassy Lake Club. The wind 
had stopped and the temperature was down in the low teens. As bad as I wanted to go again, I knew my hole would have 
been frozen tight and I had to be down south that afternoon. I sat in Cassens Bait Shop that morning and at sunrise I watched 
an almost unbelievable sight. The sky was filled again with ducks and geese coming out of Missouri and heading for Swan 
Lake. As far as I could see, the sky was moving with flight birds that had arrived with the storm. Several of us walked 
outside to watch the spectacle and I stayed there as long as I could stand the freezing cold. I knew that the cold would 
probably drive most of the ducks south before I got back and that the hunting would be on the down slide from now on.  

Just 24 hours before, I had enjoyed one of those great days to remember, and I couldn’t help but wonder if I ever 
would see such a sight again or how many more such great days are in store for me. I may not be one of those old timers yet, 
but like most duck hunters, I also hope to experience more memorable days in the years we have left.

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   GRAFTON, IL – The Illinois Department of Natural 
Resources (IDNR) has acquired a 197-acre parcel 
adjacent to the state’s Copperhead Hollow State 
Wildlife Area and near Pere Marquette State Park in 
Jersey County, working with a number of partner 
agencies and organizations to protect valuable habitat 
and provide additional hunting and outdoor recreation 
opportunities in the region. 
   The IDNR purchased the oak and hickory woodlands 
parcel adjacent to Copperhead Hollow SWA in western 
Jersey County late last month. The acquisition was 
made possible thanks to the support of hunters and the 
National Wild Turkey Federation – along with a 
partnership between energy company Kinder Morgan, 
The Conservation Fund, and the U.S. Fish and Wildlife 
Service (USFWS). 
   The property had been a high priority for 
preservation and its purchase complements broader 
efforts to protect and restore forests along the bluffs of 
the Illinois and Mississippi rivers – a significant 
migration corridor for a variety of sensitive species. 
The 197 acres were acquired at fair market value for 
$790,000. The acquisition was made possible by a 
$371,616 grant from the USFWS/The Conservation 
Fund, $393,384 from the Illinois Habitat Fund, and 
$25,000 from the National Wild Turkey Federation 
(NWTF). 
   “The acquisition of this parcel near Pere Marquette 
State 
Park 
and 
adjacent 
to the 
Copper
head 
Hollow 
State 
Wildlife 
Area shows the value of conservation partners working 
together,” said IDNR Director Marc Miller. “Utilizing 
funds invested by sportsmen and women through the 
Illinois Habitat Fund, along with the commitments of 
the National Wild Turkey Federation, The 
Conservation Fund, the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service 
and Kinder Morgan, we’re providing some outstanding 
habitat for expanded public access and outdoor 
recreation opportunities.” 
   “This acquisition helps advance the goals of NWTF’s 
North American Wild Turkey Management Plan by 
conserving important habitat for wild turkeys and 

associated species like migratory songbirds,” said Kent 
Adams, regional biologist for NWTF. 
   “It also advances NWTF’s More Places to Hunt 
Initiative by adding acres to a state wildlife area where 
public hunting opportunities are available. The NWTF 
Super Fund is built by the dollars raised by our grass-
roots volunteers at their annual fundraising events held 
all over the state. Their efforts and commitment to 
conserving the wild turkey and preserving our hunting 
heritage allow us to direct funds to important projects 
like this one,” said Adams. 
   Kinder Morgan is constructing a 1,700-mile natural 
gas pipeline that will stretch from Colorado to Ohio. 
Despite careful planning to minimize impacts, these 
construction projects cannot avoid all adverse impacts 
on vulnerable migratory bird habitat. To compensate 
for the loss of forestland and accelerate approvals from 
the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission, Kinder 
Morgan voluntarily agreed to establish mitigation 
funds to be used to compensate for any impacts. The 
Conservation Fund manages these accounts and, with 
the oversight of the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, 
provides grants to conservation projects that preserve 
habitat for vulnerable bird species. 
   “This is the first use of these mitigation funds in 
Illinois and an excellent model for how we can 
advance conservation and meet the growing energy 
needs of our country,” said Peg Kohring, Midwest 

director of The Conservation Fund. “Private mitigation 
funds also help leverage public dollars, alleviating 
pressure on states facing tight budgets in these tough 
economic times.” 
   “Using these grants to help protect habitat shows it’s 
possible to develop energy infrastructure in an 
environmentally sound manner,” said Tom Melius, 
Midwest regional director for the U.S. Fish and 
Wildlife Service. “The choice isn’t, and rarely should 
be, between wildlife or development, but rather how 
we accommodate both needs in a holistic manner. We 
hope others will follow the example set here.”   ###

QUESTION: WHEN IS A GUN CASE NOT 

A GUN CASE? 
 

ANSWER:  When Cook County State's 
Attorney Anita Alvarez says it's not. 
 
In October, 2009 the Illinois Supreme Court ruled 
on Illinois v Diggins where the court determined 
that the center console in a vehicle counts as a 'case' 
under Illinois law.  In response, Rep. Harry 
Osterman (D-14) filed HB5849 to change the law 

and nullify the court's decision.   
 
How they plan to do this is to add language specifying 
that the case your firearm is in needs to be specifically 
designed for the transportation or storage of 
firearms.  Doesn't sound like a problem, does it?  Why 
would a person oppose such a 'reasonable', 'common-
sense' change?   
 
Why? Because, in the finest tradition of 'gun 
control' bills, this one includes subjective and loaded 
language designed to trip up firearm owners and put 
them at the mercy of prosecutors.  The full language of 
the change is a case 'designed for the SAFE 
transportation of firearms'.   
 
Safe?  What does that mean?  Is a zippered, nylon case 
from your local sporting goods store considered 'safe'?  
Not if this bill passes!  Does it have to be a hard case? 
Plastic? Metal?  Does it require a lock?  Do you really 
want that decision to be in the hands of the office that 
supports the Chicago handgun ban?   
 
Please call your state representative this week starting 
Thursday morning and ask them to OPPOSE HB5849.

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A controversy has erupted in the sport fishing 

community over a new federal management plan for oceans 
and Great Lakes waters. Recent opinion pieces circulating on 
the internet and reported on numerous radio stations have 
stoked the flames through revelations that the policy, if 
implemented, would prohibit recreational fishing within vast 
areas of public water. 
It has also been reported that many organizations with a 
history of being against fishing access played large roles in its 
formation and that the plan could be finalized by the end of 
March with President Obama able to implement it through 
Executive Order.   
  Despite the firestorm, it should be pointed out that the 
plan is not currently finalized and, according to a Department 
of the Interior fact sheet, the Administration denies any intent 
to restrict fishing access.  However, there remain causes for 
concern. 
  The U.S. Sportsmen’s Alliance (USSA) reported on 
the draft plan in October, 2009.  At the time a combination of 
factors raised concern with the USSA and other pro-fishing 
organizations that plan could result in restrictions on sport 
anglers. 
  First, there was a lack of any reference in the report to 
the positive impact recreational anglers have on aquatic 
conservation.  In turn, this raised an alarm as to what the 
framework for zoning in these waters will be when the final 
report is issued.   
  Other factors included a history of anti-fishing 
interests that have been pushing the creation of “Marine 
Protected Areas” where angling would be prevented.  Several 
of these areas already exist off the California and Florida 
coasts.   
  Additionally, the National Oceanic and Atmospheric 
Administration, an agency within the U.S. Department of 
Commerce that guides the use and protection of ocean and 
coastal resources, has also imposed restrictions on sport 
anglers in Alaska, the Gulf of Mexico and the South Atlantic.  
Finally, there is a general concern related to some of the key 
anti-hunting regulatory appointees made by the Obama 
Administration such as Cass Sunstein. 
  When looked at comprehensively, these factors made 
it necessary that the USSA and other groups ensure that the 
voice of recreational anglers be heard by the Administration 
during the formation of its policy.  According to several 
leading recreational fishing groups, this has not happened and 
those groups have urged supporters to make their concerns 
known to their members of Congress.   
  For example, the American Sportfishing Association 
has stated  “It is important that the administration recognizes 
and promotes the economic and conservation contributions of 
outdoor recreation, including recreational fishing and boating.” 
  Jim Donofrio, the Executive Director of the 
Recreational Fishing Alliance (RFA) said in a recent press 
release that “I don't think this president would consider 

banning recreational fishing outright, but it's clear to us that the 
Obama Administration would like to severely restrict 
recreational fishing."  
  Additionally, the U.S. House of Representatives 
Congressional Sportsmen’s Caucus leadership, with the 
support of the Congressional Sportsmen’s Foundation, has also 
sent a letter to President Obama stating that recreational 
fishing deserves “full consideration and incorporation” in the 
proposed plan. 
  The USSA joins these pro-fishing organizations, 
legislators and others in urging sportsmen to contact their U.S. 
Representatives and Senators about this proposed policy. It is 
essential that the Obama Administration appreciates the 
importance of recreational fishing to conservation and local 
economies.   
  “Recreational anglers provide the bulk of the funding 
for fisheries and aquatic conservation,” said Bud Pidgeon, 
USSA president and CEO.  “Their voice should be heard 
before any policy is enacted limiting access and causing a 
decline in resources for conservation, not to mention job losses 
in areas supported by fishing.” 
  Take Action! Sportsmen are urged to contact their 
U.S. Representative and two U.S. Senators and urge them to 
include recreational fishing protections in any federal 
management plan for the oceans and Great Lakes.

Sport Anglers Alarmed by Proposed Obama Policy 
U. S. Sportsmen’s Alliance, 3/18/10 
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Our hunting is done mostly out of heated pits in 
both flooded and dry fields.  

Membership and daily hunting trips available 
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The loss of wetlands in the prairie pothole region of 
central North America due to a warmer and drier climate 
will negatively affect millions of waterfowl that depend 
on the region for food, shelter and raising young, 
according to research published today in the journal 
BioScience. 
The new research shows that the region appears to be 
much more sensitive to climate warming and drying than 
previously thought. 
“The impact to the millions of wetlands that attract 
countless ducks to these breeding grounds in spring 
makes it difficult to imagine how to maintain today’s 
level of waterfowl populations in altered climate 
conditions,” said Dr. Glenn Guntenspergen, a U.S. 
Geological Survey researcher and one of the report 
authors. “Parents may not have time to raise their young 
to where they can fly because of wetlands drying up too 
quickly in the warming climate of the future,” he added. 
A new wetland model developed by the authors to 
understand the impacts of climate change on wetlands in 
the prairie pothole region projected major reductions in 
water volume, shortening of the time water remains in 
wetlands and changes to wetland vegetation dynamics in 
this 800,000-square kilometer region in the United States 
(North and South Dakota, Montana, Minnesota and 
Iowa) and Canada. 
Many wetland species -- such as waterfowl and 
amphibians -- require a minimum time in water to 
complete their life cycles. For example, most dabbling 
ducks -- such as mallards and teal-- require at least 80 to 
110 days of surface water for their young to grow to 
where they can fly and for breeding adults to complete 
molting, the time when birds are flightless while growing 
new feathers. In addition, an abundance of wetlands are 
needed because breeding waterfowl typically isolate 
themselves from others of the same species. 

 
“Unfortunately, the model simulations show that under 
forecasted climate-change scenarios for this region (an 
increase of 4-degrees Celsius), the western prairie 
potholes will be too dry and the eastern ones will have 
too few functional wetlands and nesting habitat to 
support historical levels of waterfowl and other wetland-
dependent species,” said Dr. W. Carter Johnson, another 
study author and a researcher at South Dakota State 
University. 
The authors noted that their model allowed a more 
comprehensive analysis of climate change impacts across 
the northern prairies because it simultaneously examined 
the hydrology and vegetation dynamics of the wetland 
complex, which are both important for the wildlife that 
depend on the prairie potholes for part or all of their life 
cycles.   
 “Our results indicate that the prairie wetlands are highly 
vulnerable to climate warming, and are less resilient than 
we previously believed,” said Guntenspergen. “All but 
the very wettest of the historic boom years for waterfowl 
production in the more arid parts of the prairie pothole 
region may be bust years in a 4-degrees Celsius warmer 
climate.” 
These findings may serve as a foundation for managers 
and policy makers to develop management plans to 
prepare for and adapt to climate change in the prairie 
pothole region. 
The article, Prairie wetland complexes as landscape 
functional units in a changing climate, was published in 
BioScience (60[2]:128-140) and authored by researchers 
with South Dakota State University, the U.S. Geological 
Survey, University of Montana, St. Olaf College, The 
Desert Research Institute-University of Nevada, and the 
University of Idaho.
