U.S. Sportsmen’s Alliance 4/2010
Document Could Spell Trouble for Sportsmen

An internal memo from the U.S. Department of thietior reveals plans to set aside millions of acfefederal lands,
currently open to a multitude of users includingrégmen, as “National Monuments.” These designatiuld be established
by a stroke of President Obama’s pen with no oghtsi

The memo identifies approximately 13 million aciresine western states for “National Monument” desition under
the 1906 Antiquities Act. The Act allows the Pdesit to make these designations without Congreakapproval or local
input.

Though these designations do not automaticallyt lmanting, experience has shown they can limit ssead
conservation efforts. For example, President Careated millions of acres of National Park Sezvitonuments in Alaska
which immediately closed the areas to sport huntihgook a subsequent act of Congress to undoyrafithese hunting
closures. President Clinton also created Monurregritse end of his term that created challengesgortsmen.

“President Obama campaigned on keeping governdeigions transparent to the public and we askithdionor
that pledge by not making a decision on Monumensigiations without first hearing the opinion of Amca’s sportsmen and
other concerned citizens,” said Rob Sexton, U.8rtSmen’s Alliance (USSA) vice president for goveent affairs. “The
USSA will be watching closely and respond immedjatesportsmen and others are kept in the dark.”

Sustainable landscaping

Tough economic times give legitimate cause to r&tbhimr actions. What if you could minimize your miolyt
expenses for a good portion of the year, gain pteciime for things you truly enjoy and do someghim benefit the
environment?

Lawn care is an expensive undertaking. A 1-acreleguires an annual investment of $400-700, aad th
average homeowner spends 40 hours a year mowstgabh consider sustainable, also called nativeiral,
landscaping. A U.S. Environmental Protection Agereport cites a number of factors that supportm&thg the
nature of our lawns:

_ Each year, lawnmowers use 580 million gallons af g@ad emit 5 percent of the ozone-forming VOCs,
which are linked to global warming and human hesitlnes.

__Homeowners apply 67 million pounds of pesticideshair lawns each year, and use 10 times more
pesticides than the agricultural community.

Native plants are our heritage, and using theseiespa our landscaping provides multiple environtaéand
economic benefits, which reap tremendous benafiteyainy years. Clean water is a commodity thattdamivasted.
Native plants are hardy and drought resistant,edstng your monthly water bill. Take it one stegitfar and help
preserve our soils and water by installing a rairrdd, rain garden or water garden.

Requiring no fertilizer or mowing, use of nativeesjes decreases chemical runoff into our riverslakeks,
the amount of time spent mowing, noise pollutiod #re consumption of gasoline.

If your interest is butterflies, plant black-eyedsa@n, New Jersey tea, coreposis, joe-pye weedyéea,
vervain, purple coneflower, asters, goldenrodsraitiveeds. Yes, asters, goldenrods and milkweelssé plants
may be used with confidence, knowing that thesecingollinated plants are not the cause of allsydat that non
natives, such as Bermuda grass, Kentucky bluegras®rchard grass, take that honor.

Naturalizing your landscape is a great projectiierentire family. Working with you, children gaangreater
understanding of the relationships between plamisamimals and develop a stronger sense of redpliydior
Mother Earth. As the landscape matures, so dodbag/gardeners and their understanding of the alauarld.

Keep a log of your wild visitors. Note hummingbirasvering over fiery red columbine, resident fragsl
salamanders in your water garden and monarch diespnunching on the leaves of native milkweeds.

Refuge Hunting and Fishing
Opportunities Expanding
U. S. Sportsmen’s Alliancd/14/10

New regulations issued by the U.S. Fish and
Wildlife Service (FWS) will open hunting and fisigin
opportunities for sportsmen in two national wildlif
refuges and expand existing opportunities in sévera
others for the 2009-2010 season. These new rules
reflect the ongoing mission of the U.S. Sportsmen’s
Alliance (USSA) to keep hunting and fishing avaiéab
to sportsmen throughout the refuge system.

The new rules, effective on April 12, will open
the Turnbull and the Lake Andes National Wildlife
Refuges in Washington and South Dakota to hunting
and fishing. Both of these refuges have been dlose
prior to the upcoming season. The new rules difgev o
expanded opportunities for sportsmen in refuges tha
were already open to hunting and fishing in Catlifar
Louisiana and South Carolina.

“The USSA has long advocated for hunting
and fishing within the refuge system and is pleased
see additional hunting opportunities available to
sportsmen across the country,” said Bill Horn, USSA
director of federal affairs. “The USSA will contia
its efforts to defend hunting and fishing in refadem
anti-hunting zealots.”

Those efforts include the USSA and the U.S.
Sportsmen’s Alliance Foundation’s involvement in an
ongoing legal case through its legal arm, the U.S.
Sportsmen’s Legal Defense Fund (SLDF), to defend
hunting and fishing on refuges.

This case began in 2003 when the Fund for
Animals, which since merged with the Humane
Society of the United States, filed a lawsuit topst
hunting on certain refuges. The suit called foead to
hunting on 39 refuges opened when the 1997 National
Refuge System Improvement Act was signed into law
by President Clinton. Essentially, the anti-hugtin
movement is attempting to overturn the loss they
suffered by the passage of the Improvement Aciat Th
legislation, which was backed by the USSA, ensured
the refuges are managed for wildlife conservatiod a
that hunting and fishing are considered prioritylpu
uses of the land.

The SLDF has worked since the beginning of
this case to defend the hunter's rights and has
collaborated with other groups including Safari I€lu
International (SCI). Together, the SLDF and SCI are
co-counsels and also represent California Waterfowl
Association, Delta Waterfowl Foundation, Ducks
Unlimited, and Izzak Walton League.

Wetlands Enhancement Measure Passes

Senate
3/10/10

U.S. Senate has unanimously passed a bill to
enhance the North American Wetlands Conservation
Act and improve continental conservation
efforts. Ducks Unlimited supports the measure, Wwhic
would allow more Canadian investment into the
program. The program conserves habitat in the U.S.,
Canada, and Mexico.

“The North American Wetlands Conservation
Act continues to be one of the great success stofie
conservation,” said Ducks Unlimited Senior Group
Manager for Conservation Dr. Alan Wentz. “In the 20
years of the program more than 25 million acres of
habitat have been conserved. Enacting this bill wil
help foster future success.”

The House of Representatives passed the bill
in October. The measure will now go to the Prediden
to be signed into law.

The program has a unique nature, which
requires a dollar for match from state and local
governments, non-profit groups like Ducks Unlimited
or community groups for each dollar awarded in
federal grants. Because projects are so popular, th
federal dollars often leverage 2-3 times the giant
matching funds. More than $1 billion in grants has
leveraged more than $3 billion in matching and non-
matching funds.

The bill will allow for funds raised in Canada
to be used to fulfill the matching requirement for
projects that take place in Canada. Previously,
Canadian contributions did not count towards the
required match for projects. The change is also
supported by the North American Wetlands
Conservation Council, which is the panel that
administers the North  American  Wetlands
Conservation Act program. Dr. Wentz also serves on
the Council. ###

Dear John:

Migratory Waterfowl Hunters, Inc. (MWHI) is requésj that the following issues be addressed andvedo

1. MWHI respectfully requests that the youth waterfénrht should be held two weekends prior to the opeday of the
regular duck season in the central zone.

Waterfowl are adversely affected by two days afting pressure less than a week before the regakson opening day. We
believe that allowing more time between the spemalth hunt and waterfowl season opening day viik gvaterfowl time to
return to normal preseason habits, and consequafitlyd all hunters, including our youths, the ogpnity to experience &
quality season opener.

To further enhance the youth waterfowl hunt, MWedommends that state waterfowl hunting areas aigwouth hunting
be restricted to hunting only from % hour beforarge to 1:00 pm. We have noticed throughout thes/éhat hunters
readying blinds and setting decoys can have a ivegatpact on the youth hunt.
