lllinois sets 2010 duck blind drawings
IDNR June 18. 201!

SPRINGFIELD, IL - Waterfowl hunters are
encouraged to mark their calendars for upcoming
waterfowl hunting blind site random drawings to be
held at several public hunting areas in lllinoigsth
summer.

Duck and goose hunters must register in
person for waterfowl blind site drawings and must b
present at the drawing — held at each location
designated below immediately after the registration
period — to claim their blind sites. Mail-in regestions
are not accepted.

To participate in a drawing, applicants must
present a 2009 or 2010 lllinois hunting or comborat
sportsman’s license and a 2009 or 2010 lllinois
Migratory Waterfowl Stamp at the time they register
unless exempted by law. Applicants must be at [Bast
years old by the date of the drawing.

Applicants needing to purchase new licenses and
stamps should do so prior to the drawing. Mostdlin
drawing locations will not have license sales al#dé.
Licenses and stamps are available at any DNR Direct
license and permit vendor, through DNR Direct aalin
sales linked through the IDNR website at
http://dnr.state.il.usor by calling 1-888-6-PERMIT (1-
888-673-7648).

Registrants must also possess a current lllinois
Firearm Owner’s Identification (FOID) card from the
lllinois State Police. Expired FOID cards are not
acceptable. Applicants under the age of 21 do eetin
a FOID card if they are accompanied by an adult who
has one. For those without a FOID card in their
possession, law enforcement officers will not ble &b
validate FOID card status on the day of the drawing
Also, in order to be an eligible applicant for the
drawing, the participant must not at the time of th
drawing have his or her hunting privileges suspdnde
or revoked by the IDNR or any other jurisdictiorut©
of-state residents must have a 2009 or 2010 non-
resident hunting license for lllinois and a 2002640
lllinois Migratory Waterfowl Stamp.

IDNR camping and
shelter reservations will no longer be taken thiotige
mail or over the phone.

“The new online campsite reservation system
will make it more convenient for visitors to resers
spot at our state parks, recreation areas and fighte
and wildlife areas,” said IDNR Director Marc Miller
“Our state sites are popular destinations for feasil
hikers, hunters, anglers, and all outdoor enthtssias
By taking reservations online, we’ll help visitobe
certain there is a campsite waiting for them wheeyt
arrive.”

Reserving campsites and shelters through
ReserveAmerica’'s easy-to-navigate web site witall
users to receive instant confirmation of their
reservations at IDNR sites.

Reservations for regular campsites and group
campsites require a $5 non-refundable reservagen f
and payment of the full camping and utility feegret
time the reservation is made. Camping fee inforomati
for IDNR sites is available at
www.dnr.state.il.us/lands/landmgt/PARKS/Payment
of the entire camping and utility fee amount will
guarantee that the reservation will be held forehgre
length of the stay. Shelter reservation fees arg $2
(except on Saturdays at Spitler Woods State Natural
Area in Macon Co., where the shelter fee is $150).

Campsites can be reserved for a maximum of
14 nights per 30-day period and reservations mest b
made at least seven or five days before the camissit
needed, depending on the facility.

Reservations for the Fourth of July and Labor
Day weekends may require a two- or three-night
minimum stay reservation.

Campsite reservations through the new online
system will be available at 67 of lllinois’ statarks
and other sites managed by the IDNR. Shelter
reservations will be available at 51 sites.

The June 10 letter to the President was sent
by the Cooperative Alliance for Refuge

Enhancement (CARE), of which the USSA is one
of 22 members. The letter makes the case that a
the President looks to cut five percent from feblera
agency budgets to deal with ongoing budget
deficits, the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (FWS)
and the NWRS should be spared. According to
the letter, “Even in the absence of natural and
man-made disasters, the FWS struggles annually
with  unmet needs- the NWRS alone is
underfunded by 44%.”

The letter also indicates that the FWS is

nearly spread to the breaking point in the wake of
the oil spill in the Gulf of Mexico with nearly 20
percent of its nationwide staff expected to be
deployed to the region. This will lead to other
areas being significantly understaffed should the
need to cope with additional natural disasters or
other problems arise.

In addition to these challenges, CARE also
maintains that additional reductions in NWRS
funding will force cuts to programs protecting
wildlife including monitoring the health and
number of many different species.

“The USSA is glad to be a part of CARE,”
said Rob Sexton, vice president for government
affairs. “While not all of the participating grosip
agree on every conservation issue, we all take a
firm stand that the already underfunded Refuge
System not be subjected to more cuts.”
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
